ROAD COMMITTEE REPORT:  Ron reported that the wash-out on the township road was dealt with competently and in a timely fashion. The wash-out was caused by the collapse of a Beaver Dam. Discussion followed re the best way to approach the township re fixing the problem permanently in order to secure access through to our road. Ron will contact Peter Meerveld to obtain information re environmental options for dealing with beaver dams in our area. Susanne Palmer will look into municipal guidelines that relate to beaver dams.  A presentation along with pictures of the wash-out will be made to council by Doug Stephen as soon as preparation of a document outlining our concerns is complete. 

The French Ditches installed last year are working well. However, heavy rains have ruined sections of the road.   

MOTION by Susanne Palmer that repairs to the bad spots on the road be made before winter.    

Bill Dunn will contact Hammond Haliburton Inc. for an estimate of costs to repair the bad spots on the road. The Directors will decide upon the areas of the road that need the most attention. Reserve Funds will be used for repairs at the discretion of the Directors. 

Bill Dunn obtained information that will be needed if a culvert has to be replaced. He reported that plastic culverts are now used by the township because galvanized steel rusts. It takes two days to repair a culvert. Bill will measure and get a comparative price for installation of both a plastic and a steel culvert. This will allow us to keep enough funds in reserve should they be needed.
Members were asked to remind visitors and contractors about the 20 kilometres per hour speed limit on our road.

SIGNAGE: David Litt submitted a proposal via email requesting permission to consolidate signs. He is concerned re the plethora of signs at the entrance to our road.
